Rationale:

Indigenous Connections/ First Peoples Principles of Learning: 
	Learning ultimately supports the well-being of the self, the family, the community, the land, the spirits, and the ancestors.

Learning involves recognizing the consequences of one’s actions.

Learning involves patience and time.

Learning requires exploration of one’s identity.

There are many first people principles of learning embedded in this lesson from the meaning of being a friend to bringing kindness into our classroom community. To be a friend, students have to learn to celebrate and support their classmates and themselves in order to create a healthy and welcoming classroom community. They also have to learn that their actions in the class and everyday life can gravely impact those around them. Therefore, they have to become accountable for their actions and learn that by treating their classmates with kindness they are also teaching others how they want to be treated. Students will also learn that sometimes it takes friends time to learn new things, and that we all learn at different paces. However, even if it takes some students longer to be a friend, it doesn’t mean that they can never be a good friend. Students will learn that there are many ways to be a good friend and that it is easy to do so. Through exploring that learning takes patience, and learning about oneself and community, students explore what these principals look like in our class. 


Universal Design for Learning (UDL):

	-The lesson incorporates many activities to keep all students engaged.

-Multiple forms of representation are present in the lessons to keep all students engaged- reading, video, class discussion, manipulatives, worksheet, song, the rate and volume of speech for lessons, pre-teach vocabulary, bridge connection to content. 

-Multiple means of expression: providing multiple alternatives to required timing and the rate that activities move, multiple forms of media/ images/videos, scaffolding to estimate effort

-Multiple means of engagement: provide students with as much autonomy as possible in terms of tools, challenges, and timing, provide tasks that allow for active participation and exploration, provide opportunities for collaboration and support, prompt learners on when and how to ask peers or teacher for help.




Differentiate Instruction (DI):
	-Visual learners will be engaged through the visuals of the book, video, song, worksheet, art aspects of the lesson.

-Auditory learners will be engaged through listening to the book, song, video, and discussion. 

-Kinesthetic learners will be engaged through hands on activities, and worksheet.
-Once I know my students, I can plan accordingly to help support all students. Students that might need more help will be provided with anything that can help their learning experience. Students with behavioral issues will be assisted by one of the teachers in the class. 

-Students that need reminded to stay on task will be reminded often.

-Students that may need help with reading or writing will be assisted accordingly.

Extensions:

	This lesson could be extended by having students work on an art project in groups that shows what friendship looks like to them. This could take up several classes and could be done in any form students choose: collage, poster, picture, clay, ect. 
If this lesson finishes early students can get in pairs to complete a trivia game of friendship. Teacher will give certain scenarios and pairs will get time to think over and decide if that situation is an act of being a good friend or a bad friend. We will then share thoughts with the class.
