Students may generate creative ideas through free play, engagement with other’s ideas, or consideration of a problem or constraint, and/or because of their interests and passions. New ideas and inspirations can spontaneously arise from the unconscious mind, but students can also develop strategies to facilitate the generation of ideas – learning a lot about something, engaging in a period of reflection, providing time for incubation, and doing relaxing or automatic activities to quiet their conscious mind. The capacity for creative thinking expands as individuals increase their range of ideas and concepts to recombine them into new ideas. The ideas available as raw material for creative thinking depend on previous experiences and learning, as well as students’ cultural legacies.

	· Learning is holistic, reflexive, reflective, experiential, and relational (focused on connectedness, on reciprocal relationships, and a sense of place).

· Learning involves patience and time.

This unit is based on a connection between taking time to learn, and really experiencing the learning, therefore this lesson is as well. Throughout the lesson, there will be many opportunities for students to make real connections to the work through experience and visualization. Students will have time to explore their ideas and visualize their work before ever starting to write. Students should be able to make real connections to the material and have opportunities to find a sense of place throughout the lesson.


Universal Design for Learning (UDL):

	Multiple means of representation: charts, the volume or rate of speech, the speed and timing of work, font on printed materials, planning sheet, pre-teach vocabulary, connect and activate prior knowledge.

Multiple means of expression: options for showing learning, use sentence starters, worksheet, scaffold, use prompts

Multiple means of engagement: provide learners with as much autonomy as possible by providing choices in the level of challenges, design, and timing of tasks, vary activities and source information so that they can be personalized and contextualized to learners’ lives, provide tasks that allow for active participation exploration and experiential, prompt learners on when and how to ask peers or teacher for help, use group work/partner work for connection and help students who struggle



Differentiate Instruction (DI):

	-Visual learners will be engaged throughout the lesson by the planning sheet, visualization

-Auditory learners will be engaged throughout the lesson by the discussions, and  imagination exercises 

-Kinesthetic learners will be engaged throughout the lesson by the visual activity, planning sheet

-Students that I know require extra help will be checked on regularly throughout work time 

-Students that need to be reminded to stay on task will be reminded regularly 

-Students that need assistance writing will be assisted by having the teacher write out the material on a separate paper and having the student copy it down in their own workbook

	Introduction (anticipatory set – “HOOK”):

-Ask students where writers get their ideas. Talk about how memories can help us write. We keep memories in brain pockets, and we can use those to help us write. 

-Have students close their eyes and listen to examples:

“Imagine a place where a river flows and the birds chirp all day long”

“In my garden where sun flowers grow as high as the fence”

“In the forest, it is as quiet as the house at night”
	-Students are listening and engaging in discussion 
	5 minutes 

	Body:

-Have students close their eyes and imagine a made-up place. Have them walk through the space. Think about what they see, smell, hear. Talk with a partner

-Pass out the Visualization an Imaginary Place Planning Sheet

-Have students fill out planning sheet

-Show teacher example 
	Students close their eyes and imagine a made up place 
Students talk with a partner about their place 

Students start their planning on the planning sheet 
	35 minutes 

	Closure:

Tell students to clean up and bring their planning sheet up to teacher
Students will use planning sheet to help them write full sentences in their journals next day.

	5 minutes
